DESK

”You put down one color and it calls for an
answer. You have to look at it like a melody.”
- Romare Bearden

Bright and bold or soft and subdued, the
colors that draw us in are automatic; we don’t
think about them, we just know we like them.
We all have our favorite colors. Blue is
universally considered most people’s favorite,
yellow and orange the least favorite. My first
favorite color was magenta. It wasn’t just a
pretty pinkish-purple color, the word also
sounded special: majestic and magical. It
conjured up all things feminine. Whatever
color draws us in has something to do with
how we like to feel. Do we need a calming
environment or a stimulating one? Do we want
to project strength or serenity? Conscious or
unconscious choices drive our color
preferences.

Artists haven’t always had much choice in
color and pigment. Cave artists used the
materials on hand, the first ones being red
ochre and charcoal. Centuries later, the
potent red pigment of the cochineal insect
was popular among artists as a paint and a
glaze. Raphael, Rembrandt, and Rubens used
cochineal glaze to increase the intensity of
other reds like red ochre.

Lapis lazuli, the earliest form of blue pigment,
originated in Afghanistan. It was extracted
from a semi-precious limestone mixture.
Ultramarine blue comes from lapis lazuli and
has been used since the Medieval era to
depict Virgin Mary’s blue robe because of the
great expense of the rare hue.

For hundreds of years lapis lazuli fetched a
price higher than gold.

And purple, the color often associated with
royalty since ancient times, was also very
expensive to produce. During the Bronze Age,
around 3000 years ago, the Phoenicians
discovered a way to make purple. The process
involved harvesting spiny sea snails,
extracting mucus from their glands and
exposing this to sunlight. Not only was it
difficult and expensive to produce, it required
many thousands of snails to make one gram of
dye. A pound of purple wool could cost more
than a year’s wages for the average person;
making it out of reach except for the wealthy.
Fortunately, we now have the convenience of
pigments of all colors at an affordable cost
and we can all create with royal colors.

The Pacific Northwest has a reputation - well
deserved - for being rather dreary and gray
during the winter months. So we’re here to
help brighten your days with new art from
artists that emphasize color in their work. Our
latest featured artists have color in common.
It’'s an element in their art that uplifts and
energizes. So, if you find yourself with a case
of the winter blues, come see us, drink up
some color, and | bet you'll feel a whole lot
better.
